The last day to
vote early is Saturday, July 31.  Election day is Thursday, Aug. 5.

The unemployment figures for June have been released and the job-
less rate climbed in 72 of Tennessee's 95 counties and declined in
only 17.  The jobless rate in McMinn County in June was 12.7%, up
from 12.2% in May.  In Meigs County, the unemployment rate in
June was 13%, up from 12.4% in May.  In Monroe County, the job-
less rate in June was 13.8%, up from 13.5% in May.
