After about 15 minutes, the plane re-estab-
lished radio contact and landed without further incident.

man Catholic Church after he attended the Diet of Worms.
This marked an important event in the Reformation move-
ment against the authority of the Pope in western Eu-
rope.
1892 - J.R.R. Tolkein, author of the novel "Lord of the
Rings," was born.
1918 - Maxine Andrews, one of the Andrews Sisters,
was born.  She died in 1995.  The Andrews Sisters had
scores of hit records in the 1940's and 50's.
1938 - The March of Dimes campaign to fight polio
started.  It was founded by President Franklin Roosevelt
as the National Foundation for Infantile Paralysis.  It fi-
nanced the research that produced the Salk and Sabin
polio vaccines.
