@ Japanese officials have apologized for incorrectly reporting that
radiation levels had reached 10 million times higher than normal
at one of the tsunami-damaged nuclear reactors. They now say the
radiation is 100,000 times higher than normal.

@ Libyan rebels have retaken two key oil complexes as they push
toward Tripoli. Defense Secretary Gates says the air campaign over
Libya could last for months.
