Radioactive material, explo-

sives, or medical wastes will NOT be accepted. Prior to this 

event,  the City of Athens will hold a BOPAE event at the Recy-

cle Center this Thursday and Friday during normal operation 

hours.  During those two days, staff and volunteers will be on site 

to assist in the collection of Batteries, Oil, Paint (oil based only), 

Antifreeze, and Electronics. 

LEAF SCHEDULE ANNOUNCED 
Loose leaf collection routes in Athens will begin Monday, No-

vember 6th. If you would like to have your leaves collected, sim-

ply rake them to within three to five feet from the edge of the 

street as soon as they fall to the ground. In areas where there are 

sidewalks, leaves should be placed behind the sidewalk, and Leaf 

Crews will pick them up from there. Do not place leaves around 

obstacles, such as trees, mailboxes, fences, or poles.
