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   On Monday, federal court Judge Colleen Kollar-Kotelly in 

Washington, D.C., largely blocked President Trump's controver-

sial ban on transgender people serving in the military. The judge 

issued a preliminary injunction on his reinstatement of the ban on 

transgender service members that was in place before June 2016, 

and temporarily stopped Trump's move to block recruiting openly 

transgender people for the military. She did not block the portion 

of the memo directing that government funds may not be used for 

sex reassignment procedures.
