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Butch Jones Is Out!

UT head football coach Butch Jones has been fired. The final
straw came when the Vols lost to Missouri, 50-17, Saturday night.
Jones was hired to coach the Volunteers in December 2012. He
ends his tenure at Tennessee with a 34-27 record overall and a 14-
24 record against SEC opponents. With a 4-6 record this season,
the Vols are in danger of missing a bowl game for the first time
since 2013, which was Jones’ first season. Jones is due to receive
a buyout in excess of $8 million. Associate head coach Brady
Hoke will take over as interim coach.
