An audit says a contractor, Bechtel Power Corp., overcharged
TVA by more than $6.8 million to help finish construction on
the Unit 2 reactor at Watts Bar Nuclear Plant. The Chattanooga
Times Free Press says TVA’s Office of Inspector General
claims Bechtel overcharged for overtime, meal expenses, craft
labor costs, and an incorrect rate for a veteran construction pro-
gram. Bechtel disagrees with the findings. TVA says it is nego-
tiating with Bechtel over proper payments.

Among other things, they’re
upset over reports that he knew about the child sex abuse scandal
at Penn State while he was an assistant coach there. Meanwhile,
the Vols ended their season by losing to Vanderbilt, 42-14.
