On Free Hunting 

Day, state resident hunters are exempt from hunting licenses and 

WMA permit requirements. The TWRA reminds you that hunter 

education requirements are not waived for Free Hunting Day. 

Anyone born on or after January 1st, 1969, is required to have 

successfully completed a hunter education course. Free hunting 

will be allowed for squirrels, armadillos, beavers, coyotes, 

groundhogs, and striped skunks.
