In last Friday’s MORNING FAX we published a short commu-
nity news item about an event planned for this coming Saturday at 
the Market Park Pavilion in downtown Athens. A group calling 
themselves “The Wayist Druidic Order” has posted on social me-
dia that they “will be hosting a Samhain ritual” at the park and 
that the public is invited to attend.
