McMINN EARLY VOTING INCREASES 
A total of 8,534 early voters cast ballots in McMinn County dur-

ing early voting this year, which began on October 17 and ended 

yesterday. The total number will increase as absentee ballots are 

still being received at the Election Commission office. In com-

parison; 5,239 early voting ballots were cast in the last mid-term 

election in 2014. This represents a 63% increase in early voting 

this year. Election day is next Tuesday, November 6th. 

STUDENTS VOTE IN MOCK ELECTION 
The Tennessee Secretary of State’s office conducted a state-wide 

mock election earlier this week. Over 56,000 students participated 

and voted for the candidates for Governor and the U.S. Senate. 

The tally in the Governor’s race gave Republican candidate Bill 

Lee 65% of the vote while the Democratic candidate, Karl Dean, 

received 35%. In the Senate race, Republican Marsha Blackburn 

received 57% of the vote, while Democrat Phil Bredesen received 

43% of the votes.
