FRIDAY’S MARKET REPORT: U.S. stocks were mixed 

but were up 2.8% for the week, rebounding from the recent sell-

off, which nearly saw the S&P 500 enter into bear-market terri-
tory. The Dow Jones Industrial Average was down 76 points or 

0.3% to 23,062. The Standard & Poor's 500 Index was down 3 

points or 0.1% to 2,486, and the NASDAQ Composite Index was 

up 5 points or 0.1% to 6,585.
