Packaged foods company Conagra said 

it expects to exceed its previous sales and profitability guidance, 

with more people eating at home due to the coronavirus. The Dow 

Jones Industrial Average was down 410 points or 1.8% to 21,917.  

The Standard & Poor's 500 Index was down 42 points or 1.6% to  

2,585, and the NASDAQ Composite Index was down 74 points or 

1.0% to 7,700. 
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
