The THP 
says Bryant lost control of the vehicle due to mechanical and 

weather issues. It ran off the roadway, striking a tree and landing 

on its side. Bryant was ejected, but Guinn was pinned inside. He 

was extricated, but was pronounced dead at the scene. Bryant was 

injured and taken by ambulance to a hospital in Knoxville. Nei-

ther occupant was wearing seat belts. The THP says charges are 

pending against the driver.
