The Monroe County Sheriff’s 
Office, Sweetwater Police and 
Madisonville Police investigated a

Huerta, 26, is facing three counts of attempted first-degree murder, at-
tempted aggravated burglary, aggravated assault and reckless endanger-
ment and the use of a firearm during a dangerous felony. He was booked 
into the Monroe County Jail. There’s no other details on the motive for 
the shooting so far. Huerta was 
described as being 5’5″ and 

weighing 189 lbs. Police add that 
he has a heart tattoo between his 
eyebrows. His escape vehicle 
was a white 2014 Nissan with 
tinted windows and a busted 
driver’s side tail light.
