◆Governor Bill Lee’s office shared that Governor Don Sundquist passed 
away peacefully on Sunday (8-27), surrounded by family, following sur-
gery and a short illness. He was 87 years old. He was a native of Moline, 
Illinois. He served in the United States Navy. After years in the printing 
and advertising industry in Shelbyville and Memphis. He was elected to 
Congress, representing Tennessee’s 7th Congressional District. Sundquist 
served six terms in Congress, and was on the Ways and Means Commit-
tee, where he earned the reputation as a staunch fiscal conservative. He 
was elected Governor of Tennessee in 1994, and overwhelmingly re-
elected to a second term in 1998. Under his leadership, Tennessee imple-
mented a ground-breaking welfare reform program, comprehensive crime 
legislation focusing on victims’ rights, and set record levels of economic 
development. His administration was instrumental in bringing two national 
sports franchises, the Tennessee Titans and the Nashville Predators, to the 
state.  Funeral arrangements will be announced later.
